• Maintain the breathing and circulation of 

an unconscious casualty - CPR. 
• Manage a casualty with external 

bleeding. 
• The legal and social responsibilities of a 

first aider. 
• Determine first aid facilities and training 

requirements. 
• Manage a casualty suffering shock. 

 

Apply First Aid - HLTFA301B  
 
Description - This course teaches the 
fundamental principles, knowledge, skills and 
attitude to enable the first aider to provide 
emergency care for injuries and illnesses, until 
medical aid arrives in the home or the 
workplace. 
 
The topics included in this course are the same 
as Level 1 First Aid with the addition of: 
 

• Asthma  
• Burns  
• Heart attack/stroke  
• Hypothermia  
• Injuries  
• Poisoning  
• Snake bites  
• Wounds
